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A New Home for Sustainable Sandhills  

Sustainable Sandhills has completed a move into our new office at the newly 
redeveloped Moore Building at 215 Williams Street in downtown Fayetteville – 
HALLELUJAH!!!    

The building has housed 
countless businesses over the 
last 7-8 decades.  During the 
ribbon cutting ceremony and 
open house on December 3 we 
heard stories from a number of 
elderly guests about the jobs 
they had as teenagers before World War II when the building was used to clean 
and maintain the City of Fayetteville’s bus fleet.  It was also used to store military 
vehicles during the war.  The most recent business to occupy our part of the 
building was Cheap Charlie’s Glass – a fitting predecessor for a thrifty non-profit 
organization like Sustainable Sandhills! 

Building owners Jean and Steven Moore 
embarked on a 2 year project to move their 
expanding business (Moore Exposure) to another 
location in downtown Fayetteville.  Jean attended 
the kickoff of the Sustainable Sandhills Green 
Business Program in 2008 and decided that the 
new home of Moore Exposure would be as green 
as possible.  After purchasing the 9000 square 
foot building and working with architects Chris 
and Nasim Kuenzel (Kuenzel Architecture + 
Design) on an “adaptive reuse” of the space, Jean 
began recruiting green partners and was amazed 
at the number of green vendors and products 
that were either donated or deeply discounted.  
As a generous gift to SS, Jean and Steven agreed 
to give SS a rent credit based on the value of the 
donations from the Green Partners!

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The list of green features incorporated into the building is impressive.  It is shown 
below, and we’d love to give you a personal tour of the building and our new 
offices.  Please note:  our mailing address has not changed, it remains PO Box 
144, Fayetteville, NC 28302.  Google map to our new office. 

 Reuse existing building – eliminates demolition and minimizes the amount of construction 
waste sent to the landfill.   

 Eco-friendly roof – manufactured 2-½ miles away, has a 100 year life and is recyclable at the 
end of its life. 

 Reuse existing windows – refurbishing original windows minimizes waste and new 
construction materials. 

 Masonry walls and concrete floor - will remain in their original, unpainted condition. 

 Reuse original lift – for use as a serving table (see 
photo at right). 

 Skylights – eight have been installed to provide 
natural lighting and reduce the need for electrical 
lighting. 

 Ceiling fans - installed throughout to reduce 
HVAC usage and improve air circulation. 

 Construction waste recycling – all metal is 
recycled and mixed waste is shipped to Raleigh to 
be sorted for reuse and proper disposal. 

 Permeable parking lots – gravel surface will allow 
storm water to recharge and reduce storm water 
run-off. 

 Landscaping – native or low-zero maintenance plants around the building. 

 HVAC – multiple zones, 13 SEER heat pumps. 

 Water Heater – a tankless water heater, also known as on-demand has been installed.  
These are about 30% more efficient than the standard hot water heaters that store 40, 50 
or 80 gallons of hot water in their tanks.  The “insta-hot” pump has a small tank with it that 
circulates the hot water through the piping system, eliminating the need to waste water 
waiting for the hot water to come out. 

 Pest Control – devices were installed into the walls of the building to allow eco-friendly 
pesticide to be injected into the building framing, rather than by spraying along the base of 
all building walls. 

 PWC’s CONSERT Pilot Program – allows PWC customers to modify the settings of key 
electrical appliances in their homes and businesses remotely via the internet.  HVAC 
thermostat settings will be key in this application.  

 Shower tile – purchased at the Re-Store Warehouse. 

 Toilets - dual flush toilets installed in all bathrooms. These use 0.8/1.6 gallons per flush. 

 Faucet aerators - 1.5 gallons per minute aerators installed in all bathroom sinks.

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 Energy Star – all appliances are Energy Star approved. 

 Cabinets/Casework – lounges and kitchens have Merillat Cabinets – ISO 14000 Certified – 
International Certification for Environmental Management.  KCMA (Kitchen Cabinet 
Manufacturers Association) Environmental Stewardship Program Certified – Based on 
Environmental Stewardship, Community Relations, Air Quality, Resource Management for 
the Process and Resource Management for the Product.  

 Kitchen sink faucet sensor – prevents the water from running when an individual has 
stepped away from the sink. 

 Garbage Disposal not installed – These waste a lot of water and often cause difficulty at the 
sewage treatment facilities. 

 Drinking water system – a Grey & Creech Innowave Chiller will be installed. No bottled 
water will be purchased.  A 6-stage water filter will be installed in the kitchen. 

 Kitchenware – no disposable kitchenware!  Moore purchased 120 place settings of 
silverware, 50 coffee mugs, 50 plates and 50 bowls and bamboo serving ware. 

 Furniture reuse - old doors and coffee tables will be reused as shelving in the showroom. 

 Carpet - on the mezzanines all carpet is “Grab Bag” carpeting from Lee Carpets.  The end of 
the carpet rolls are cut into square tiles and sold in lots of various colors.  This eliminates 
waste for the manufacturer and allows Moore to replace only worn/damaged tiles. 

 LED exit lights – use a minimal amount of electricity. 

 LED TV - will be mounted on the wall (Energy Star approved). 

 Multi-zone HVAC – a separate HVAC unit & thermostat in Jean’s office to save energy and 
keep her employees thawed. 

 Recycling - paper, cardboard, plastic, aluminum, etc. 

 Recycled product use - recycled-content paper towels, toilet paper and office paper. 

 Cleaning company – Moore Exposure uses a Certified Sustainable Sandhills Green Business 
Program cleaning company, Sparkle Clean, who utilizes only natural, bio-based cleaning 
products.
